Common Drying Problems

OUTSIDE

s Clean the cabinet with mild soap and water. Never use harsh, gritty or

abrasive cleansers.

s If the cabinet becomes stained, clean with diluted chlorine bleach (1 part
bleach to 8 parts water). Rinse several times with clear water.

s Remove glue residue from tape or labels with a mixture of warm water and
mild detergent. Or, touch residue with the sticky side of the tape or label.

s When cleaning chrome parts use a window cleaner with ammonia or mild

soap and water.

s Before moving the dryer, place a strip of cardboard or thin fiberboard un-
der the front leveling legs to prevent damage to the floor.

Many drying problems involve poor cleaning results, poor soil and stain removal, residues of lint and scum, and fabric damage.
For satisfactory drying results, follow these suggestions provided by The Soap and Detergent Association.

Checklist

Before calling for service, review this list. It may save both time and expense. The list includes common occurrences that are
not the result of defective workmanship or materials in this dryer.

Dryer does not start.

Electrical power cord is not securely plugged in or plug
may be loose.

Make sure the plug fits tightly in wall outlet.

House fuse blown or circuit breaker tripped.

Reset circuit breaker or replace fuse.

Make sure electrical line is not overloaded and the dryer is on a
separate circuit.

Thermal limiter tripped.

Call authorized service person for replacement.

Dryer runs but won't
heat.

There are 2 house fuses in the dryer circuit. If 1 of the 2
fuses is blown, the drum may turn but the heater will not
operate. (electric models)

Replace fuse.

Gas supply valve is not open (gas models).

Check to make sure supply valve is open. See INSTALLATION IN-
STRUCTIONS for procedure.

Dryer does not have enough air supply to support the
burner flame (gas models).

See INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS.

LP gas supply tank is empty or there has been a utility
interruption of natural gas (gas models).

Refill or replace tank.

Dryer should heat when utility service is restored.

Drying cycle takes too
long, outside of the
dryer feels too hot or
smells hot.

Lint filter is clogged with lint.

Make sure all lint has been removed from the dryer lint filter before
starting each cycle.
